Text:
Philippians 4:6 
1. Thanksgiving:
Lam 3:22-23. It is of the LORD’S mercies that we are not consumed, because His compassions fail not. They are new every morning, great is thy faithfulness.

· Give thanks to God for His love and faithfulness, provision, protection, divine health, salvation of your soul, your business, job, family, the things He has done, doing, yet to do and the ones He hasn’t done etc.
· Thank Him because He answers us when we pray – give instances.

· Thank Him because you have obtained an excellent ministry to serve Him – 1 Tim 1:12

· Thank Him for seeing you through the past 2 months of the year and also thank Him for He will see you through the month of March. March is the month of marching forward in every aspect of your life – career, business, education, marriage etc.
· Thou crownest the year with thy goodness and thy paths drop fatness. Ps 65:11. Thank Him for He will crown this year with His goodness for you.

· Thank Him for open doors He has given to you – 1 Cor 16:9 and for His great strength to deal with all the adversaries.

· Thank Him for sending Jesus Christ – Jesus in us the hope of glory.
· Thank Him for your salvation, for revealing the Son Jesus Christ to you. You have not believed in vain. Many people have been deceived into believing in vain, people who worship the stars and the moon and the sun and animals and dead ancestors and trees, but we believe and worship the only TRUE and LIVING God – The Almighty God, the creator of the ends of the earth. The scripture says “Know ye not that the Spirit of Him that rose Jesus Christ abides and lives in you” Give Him thanks. 
· Thank Him again for having delivered us from the powers of darkness into the kingdom of light. Col 1:13

· Thank Him because He has made us complete in Him which is the head of all principality and power – Col 2:10

· Thank Him for He has reconciled you back to Himself by His precious blood – Col 1:20

· Thank Him because He is worthy of our praise.

· Thank Him for the people He has surrounded you with – friends, family, children of God etc.

· Thank Him for this wonderful day He has made.
2. Personal Prayers – 1 Cor 1:4-10
· Ask God for more grace upon your life – grace to serve Him, live holy, in the face of trials and persecutions to stand etc.

· Pray that in all things, you will be enriched by Him, in all utterance and in all knowledge – that you will know what to say, how to say it and when to say it – vs 5

· Pray that you will not come behind in any gift (in the area that you have been called, in your destiny, in your work place, in the church etc) and that you will be above and not beneath as we await the coming of the Lord – vs 7, Dan 1:20 and also Deut 28:13
· Pray that the Lord will confirm you blameless when He returns – vs 8 and also Eph 5:27 and also that you will not be defiled with the portion of the king’s meat – Dan 1:8
· Dan 1: 9 - Pray also that God will bring you into favour and tender love with all that you will come across this month and next, even till the end of the year and all that will decide on your matter – promotion, business etc.
· Pray for spiritual growth, and that the Lord will be with you wherever you go and in whatever you do, and that none of His words concerning you will fall to the ground – 1 Sam 3:19

· Pray that God will establish you a prophet and battle axe / instrument of righteousness in these last days – 1 Sam 3:20 & Jeremiah 51:20-23 and that people will know that you are a true servant of the Lord.
· Ask God to reveal Himself more and more to you by His word – 1 Samuel 3:21

· Pray for unity and love of God in the church in this land, starting with you, that we all we speak the same thing and that there will be no divisions in our midst, but that we will be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment – vs 10. 
· Pray also for Closer to Jesus Ministries, that God will give us more direction and make His plans and visions very clear.

· Pray that He will knit our hearts together – John 17:21

· Pray that we will learn how to bear one another’s burden, to rejoice with them that rejoice and sorrow with them that sorrow. 
· Thank Him again for answered prayers – Psalm 65:2
